DoD/VA Federal Recovery Program

Å All category III (catastrophic) severely wounded, ill or injured (WII) service 
members, veterans and families will be assigned a Federal Recovery Coordinator 
(FRC)

Å FRC (Federal Recovery Coordinator) is the ultimate resource to oversee the 
delivery of services and resources identified in the FIRP (Federal Independent 
Rehabilitation Plan) for severely WII, service members, veterans and families.

Å FIRP provides an individualized, integrated, longitudinal, medical/non-medical 
service plan across the continuum of care for severely WII service members, 
veterans and their families.

DoDRecovery Care Program
Å All category II severely wounded, ill or injured (WII) service members, veterans 

and families will be assigned a Recovery Care Coordinator (RCC).
Å The RCC is the ultimate resource to oversee the delivery of services and resources 

identified in the Recovery Care Plan (RCP) for severely WII service members, 
veterans and families.

Å The RCP provides an individualized, integrated, longitudinal, medical/non-
medical service plan across the continuum of care for severely WII service 
members, veterans and their families.

Å Services will be provided as long as needed or up to the DD214



DVBIC Care Coordination Mission Statement

The Regional Care Coordination Program serves to 
identify, track and follow-up with Active Duty Service 
Members including National Guard/Reservists, and 
Veterans who were injured while serving in support of 
OEF/OIF and are symptomatic subsequent to a 
diagnosis of mild, moderate, severe, or penetrating 
traumatic brain injury (TBI).  Families and Caregivers of 
these Warriors are also provided support through the 
program.
