Help Yourself to Information about Idaho’s Aged/Disabled Medicaid Waiver as it Pertains to TBI Survivors
Do you or someone you know have a TBI?  If so, and you haven’t been told about the Idaho Medicaid Waiver, consider the following.  Simply stated, the Medicaid Waiver program permits a State to furnish an array of home and community-based services that assist both aged and disabled Medicaid beneficiaries to remain living at home and in the community.  Examples include but may not be limited to attendant care, adult residential care, consultation, and homemaker services.  	To learn whether you qualify for a Medicaid waiver, complete the Medicaid application available online.  Simply log on to the Idaho Department of Health and Welfare website at www.healthandwelfare.idaho.gov.  Click on the “Medical” icon first, “Medicaid” second, and finally “Application for Assistance”.  Online instructions are provided.  Upon approval of Medicaid eligibility a case worker from the Department of Health and Welfare will conduct an in-person interview with the client to assess specific needs, including possible waiver-related services.
